Project Background

To strengthen 21st-century learning and STEM competencies among students in government schools, MAMTA HIMC is implementing a large-scale STEM education initiative across 490 government schools of Noida, Uttar Pradesh. While STEM labs and infrastructure have improved, there is a significant capacity gap among teachers and SMC members regarding the understanding and application of STEM teaching-learning methods, activity-based learning, digital tools, inquiry-driven problem solving, and effective use of STEM labs.

To address this critical need, MAMTA HIMC invites proposals from technically sound and experienced agencies to conduct structured training sessions for teachers (4 per school, total 1,960 teachers) and SMC members across the 490 schools, focusing on STEM education and pedagogy.

Purpose of the Assignment

To select and engage a competent agency to design, plan, and deliver high-quality teacher and SMC training modules on STEM Education, STEM Pedagogy, Activity-Based Learning, Lab Integration, and Digital STEM Tools across 490 schools of Noida.

Objectives

1. Enhance teachers’ understanding of STEM concepts and hands-on pedagogy.

2. Train teachers in inquiry-based learning, experimentation, problem-solving, digital STEM applications, and STEM lab utilization.

3. Build SMC capacity to promote school-level STEM initiatives and support resource utilization.

4. Strengthen the use of existing STEM equipment and labs in schools.

5. Facilitate a sustainable ecosystem of innovation and scientific thinking in schools.

Scope of Work / Deliverables

The selected agency shall undertake the following:

1. Training Design & Content Development

· Develop a comprehensive STEM training curriculum (Hindi & English) covering:

· STEM pedagogy

· Inquiry-based learning

· Activity-based teaching

· Digital STEM tools

· Classroom integration

· STEM lab safety, usage & maintenance

· Create training material: PPTs, training manuals, handouts, activity guides, and assessments.

2. Training Delivery
The agency must deliver:

a) Teacher Training

· Train 4 teachers from each of the 490 schools = 1,960 teachers total.

· Conduct in-person, hands-on, cluster-based training sessions.

· Each training batch must include:

· Concept sessions

· Hands-on STEM activities

· Demonstrations using low-cost models

· Digital STEM learning tools

· Practical classroom integration plans

b) SMC Training

· Train SMC members from all 490 schools.

· Sessions to focus on:

· Role of SMC in strengthening STEM education

· Monitoring and supporting STEM labs

· Promoting a scientific environment in schools

Everything must be documented with attendance, photos, and reports.

3. Training Materials

· Provide training kits/activity sheets for all participants.

· Certificates for teachers and SMC members.

4. Monitoring, Assessment & Reporting

· Pre- and post-training assessments.

· Daily attendance and batch-wise documentation.

· Submission of:

· Batch-wise reports

· Photo/video documentation

· Final consolidated report

· Recommendations for sustainability
